Company Contract and Guidelines
2026-2027
COMPETITIONS
RTB will compete in 3-4 mandatory competitions and 2-3 optional competitions for solos/duets/trios. We are also attending a MANDATORY convention in early October. We will release the chosen competitions as early as possible - typically decisions are made early fall. Please note: we do not have control over competition schedules so do not plan anything else during competition weekends (typically Friday – Sunday). Additionally, there is the possibility that your dancer may compete on a Friday which may require them to miss school. Generally, this only applies to solos.
Please note that once the fees are paid to attend competition, if the dancer is unable to perform at competition (for extreme reasons only) the fees are non-refundable. In the event that the entire competition is cancelled - the competition may choose to refund fees; in which case RTB will refund as well.
Dancers are required to be at competition with hair and makeup completed at least 2 hours prior to their scheduled performance time, ready to get into costume and start warming up. If you are running late you are expected to notify Allison and Stephanie, who will notify your instructors. Unless previously discussed with your instructors, all dancers are expected to be at the awards ceremony. 
Lastly, while dancers are not required to be at the competition venue unless they are scheduled to dance or are waiting for awards, it is highly encouraged that you come watch your teammates when able. If you are at the competition venue, unless previously discussed with an instructor, it is expected that you watch your teammates perform, either backstage or from the audience. 
GROUPS
Please TRUST THE INSTRUCTORS! We have done this for many years, and know what is best for each individual dancer, as well as the team. If you were not invited to a certain piece, please note that it could be for a number of reasons. We will always do our very best to meet the needs of each dancer and instructor - financially, as well as mentally and emotionally.
SOLO/DUET/TRIO
Your dancer must be INVITED to do a solo/duet/trio. Listing this as a choice on their audition form does not guarantee they will have one.
RTB only allows seniors to request a specific style and/or instructor for solos. All other styles and instructors will be assigned by the Company Instructors.
*For solo/duet/trio payment see private lessons section.
ACCEPTING PIECES
You must accept the Competition Pieces in the order that we offer them.
If we offer you:
1. Jazz
2. Lyrical
3. Duet
Jazz and Lyrical must be accepted before the duet.
The number of group pieces your dancer accepts must be greater than or equal to the number of solos/duets/trios. 
PLEASE TAKE TIME BEFORE ACCEPTING COMPETITION PIECES! There will be a mandatory $50 re-blocking fee per piece if your dancer pulls out of a piece after the acceptance date. Acceptance Forms must be completed with the pieces being accepted, signed by both the dancer and parent, and returned to the studio by May 28th with the signed Contract. 
Instructors and staff members will not discuss who is in each piece with other parents/students. Please respect this and do not ask.
CLASS REQUIREMENTS - See *REQUIRED CLASSES BREAKDOWN* for additional guidelines
SUMMER CLASSES
All competition dancers are required to take Ballet AND either Leaps and Turns (1 or 2) OR Strength and Stretch for a total of 2 required classes over the summer. Additionally, if your dancer has a solo, it is strongly encouraged that they take a Technique Class associated with their solo style. 

FALL/SPRING
All competition dancers are required to take Ballet. 
Additionally, if your dancer is in one group piece, they are also required to take one Technique Class (Contemporary, Lyrical or Jazz) in addition to Ballet for a total of 3 classes (Competition group, Ballet, Technique). 
If your dancer is in two or more group pieces, they are also required to take two Technique Classes (Contemporary, Lyrical or Jazz) in addition to Ballet for a total of at least 5 classes (Competition Group x # of pieces, Ballet, Technique x2). 
If your dancer also has a solo/duet/trio, their technique class must be the same style as their Solo/Duet/Trio. I.E.- if they do a jazz solo/duet/trio, they must be taking a jazz technique class. If their solo/duet/trio style does not have a corresponding technique class, please speak to their solo/duet/trio instructor for the required class recommendation. 
If your dancer is only in group pieces, we recommend that your Technique Class be the same style as at least one of your groups, but the same style is not required.
ATTENDANCE
5 absences are allowed each semester (Aug-Dec and Jan-May). Absences are missing an entire night of classes or missing the majority of classes in a night. This includes both competition AND technique classes. Each “night” is considered 1 absence. 
After the 5th absence, your dancer may be placed on probation, removed from the competition team or required to schedule a private lesson at your expense. This is required for each additional absence. Please keep in mind that absences impact the entire class, not just your student. As such, excessive absences may also impact decisions for the following competition year. Parents must notify the dancer's instructor about their child missing class, not the student. This is for safety reasons so that we are all on the same page (especially for student drivers). If your dancer chooses to sit out of class due to exhaustion or feeling hurt, etc – they will be required to notify you themselves that they have sat out. Unless your child is sick or injured previous to class the parents have discussed with the instructor, sitting out for a majority of class will also constitute one-third of an absence. If your dancer sits out for 3 or more technique classes in one month – this will constitute one full absence.
*Your dancer must attend all classes the week of competition. Dancers are also required to be at class on the Monday after competition.
FUNDRAISERS                                                                                          We will be doing multiple fundraisers during the season, both to support the studio and the dancers' individual costs. Company dancers are required to participate in the majority of the group fundraisers, of which we expect to be 3-4 during the season. Individual fundraisers are optional.
DRESS CODE
CLASS: All Company dancers are required to wear all black clothing for company classes. Hair is to be securely and neatly pulled back, and they will have the proper footwear for all their classes. If hair is long and risking the safety of other dancers (particularly in lifts), dancers may be required to have their hair in a bun during class. 
Note: There is a box of clean black clothing at the studio, if you forget black clothes you are required to find items from the box to wear for the night. 
COMPETITION AWARDS: Dancers will wear their costume, company jackets or an RTB shirt/sweatshirt for all Awards Ceremonies. NO pajamas or slippers. A dancer that is NOT in studio wear will not be allowed to accept any top awards or special awards.
HAIR AND MAKE-UP
Parents are responsible for their child’s hair and make-up at each competition. Parents are also responsible for purchasing the required makeup, hair tools, and earrings required to achieve the look the instructor has set. If your child has been on the team for less than two years they will be required to attend a mandatory hair and make-up session which will be scheduled some time in January/February, and a list of items to purchase is provided in this packet. 
Unless their instructor has approved differently for a solo/duet/trio, all dancers will have the same make-up and hairstyle as group pieces. Hair must be parted down the middle and in a bun, which will be taught during the hair and make-up session. 
Fingernail and toenail polish must be removed prior to competition.
TANNING
Royal and Midnight team dancers must get a spray tan or use self-tanner before every competition. If this is new for you or your dancer – our instructors and other dancers are experienced with this and are happy to offer help/advice.
KT TAPING
In our experience – Pro KT tape works best to keep the dancers chest in place while still offering an open back and shoulders for costumes. If your dancer needs help to be shown or explained how to tape we are happy to help. Please speak to one of our instructors and they will guide you to the proper person to help. Most dancers will either need to KT tape or wear petals.
COSTS (See FEE BREAKDOWN for amounts)
Competition Fees and Costume Fees will be divided into 8 monthly payments, August – March. This does not include Technique Classes, private lessons or costume fees.
ADDITIONAL FEES: including but not limited to team jacket/pants/t-shirt, rhinestones for costumes, tights, shoes, make-up, undergarments, company gift, company staff fee, company parties and private lessons.
PAYMENTS
Your account must be COMPLETELY clear as of December 31st. If it is not, your dancer is to still attend their classes however, they will not be able to actively participate until the balance is clear. We are willing to set up a payment plan, but you must contact Allison or Stephanie to set this up. Also, if the account is not paid up to date by May 15th, your child will not participate in Recital. No fees will be refunded.
PRIVATE LESSONS
Private lessons for solo/duet/trio will be paid directly to each teacher before the private lesson takes place via VENMO. Cost is $50/hour. If you fail to pay beforehand, the private will not happen. For duet/trio teammates will split the cost evenly. Scheduling privates will take place between the parents/dancer and instructor.
Private Lessons may also be required if the instructor feels your dancer needs additional practice for a piece outside of the regularly scheduled competition class even if your dancer has not exceeded the allotted absences.
COMMUNICATION
We will be communicating all Company Team info on the BAND app. Please ensure you have downloaded and joined the Raise the Barre Company Team Group. 
BEHAVIOR
Dancers are representing Raise the Barre both inside and outside the studio. At the studio and at competitions, we will treat everyone with kindness, including our competition teammates, instructors, parents and OURSELVES. Please be aware that your online presence will be representing us as well. Please be aware that the language your child is using may not be comfortable or appropriate for all; though it may not bother you – they should do their best to conduct themselves in a respectful and professional manner.
ENFORCEMENT
The Directors/Instructors reserve the right to make and enforce disciplinary decisions concerning any situation not covered in this contract. Our studio directors reserve the right to remove any student from the Company Team if they do not meet the attendance/classroom requirements and/or if we believe that the Code of Conduct has been broken.

All company fees will be paid in 10 monthly installments, June – March.
All company costume fees will be paid in 10 monthly installments, June – March.           A $15 late fee will be charged if balance isn’t paid by the 15th of the month.                 These fees are in addition to your monthly tuition and recital costume fees.
Costume fees include minor alterations and rhinestoning.
*Extra costs not included in the fees above are earrings, hair products, make-up, spray tan/self-tanner, tights/socks, rhinestones, special undergarments, shoes and company attire (team jacket, sweats, shirt and/or pants).
There will also be nominal costs for a company gift for each girl and a company party.
Additionally, there is a Coaches Fee of $30 per child to help cover expenses for our Instructors during Competitions, it will be charged in June. 
These fees are only estimates; the actual fee may increase once we finalize each competition.

Royal and Midnight dancers must be in Ballet and at least 1 Technique Class, if one group and 2 technique class if 2 or more groups to be on the Competition Team.   ______ initial 
Royal and Midnight dancers must get a spray tan or use self-tanner before every Competition. _______ initial 
Company Fees increase from previous year.  _______ initial
Your account must be COMPLETELY clear as of 12/31. In spring the account must be cleared by 5/15 or your dancer will not participate in the recital. _______ initial
Privates are to be paid directly to the instructor prior to lessons. _______ initial
No fees will be refunded.   _______ initial
